Missouri Insurance Update

It is certain that USDA will be increasing the premium for 2023, so we want you to be
aware that the 2023 dancer premium will be $5.15 per dancer. Minimum clubs will
remain the same at $50.

If you have new dancers joining your club that will be dancing from September through
December, and they are not transferring in from another club where they have or had
insurance, you need to pay for them so they are covered for the rest of the year. 2022
premium is $5.00 per dancer.

Don’'t forget the $25 club rebate at the end of the year. Make sure your club dues
are paid to the State Treasurer by November 1 (handled through your district treasurer).
And with positive thoughts, we are setting the December 1 date for getting your
insurance premiums paid for 2023 to me of $5.15 per dancer (or minimum club
premium). Oh, and checks are not made out to me personally, they are made out the
Missouri Insurance. ©
